Do I need to be a “Bible Expert” to host a group?

Definitely not! All you need is a desire to serve the members of your
group and to grow in your personal relationship with Jesus Christ. When
you take this step of faith, the Holy Spirit will give you what you need to
be an effective leader. If you decide to continue the group past this study,
we'll continue to help you with curriculum and also help with additional
training and coaching.

How will I get people for my group?

You and the members of your group should invite your friends,
neighbors, co-workers, family, etc., to join the group. This is the best
way to get new members. Pray before you invite someone new. Ask
God to soften his or her heart and then step out in faith and make the
invitation. You will also be given information for people interested in
joining your group via the web site and the small group table to contact
with the specific details of your group (location, time, day, etc.).
